There are some new policies and procedures concerning classroom celebrations.  There will be 4 holiday celebrations, and the tentative (dates subject to change) dates are as follows:

-Valentine's Day Party - Tuesday, 2/14.  Parties begin at lunch time and continue 20 minutes past the end of lunch.
-End-of-Year Party - Tuesday, 6/19.  Parties begin at lunch time and continue 20 minutes past the end of lunch.  Communicate with your teacher…since it’s at the tail end of the school year, you may have some flexibility here.
Other requirements of Class Parents:

- May – Teacher appreciation month.  Organize a class poster to surprise teacher, details/theme as date gets closer.

-Field Day, June 6.  Spend entire day at Central School chaperoning your class.

-Class trips.  Dates TBD.  Communicate with your teacher once permission slips come home to see if you are requested to chaperone.

-Please make an effort to attend some monthly PTA meetings.  Your ideas and involvement are crucial to keeping this organization alive!  

At each holiday party a variety of ice cream, Italian ices and other frozen treats will be available for purchase.  Please email the parents in your class in advance of the party so that all children who wish to purchase ice cream bring money.  All food will be served in the cafeteria. Classroom Celebration Ideas
Halloween: 
· pumpkin decorating 
· put hand in a bag and guess what gooey thing is inside 
· hide a large spider in the room and have kids find it 
· guess who - give clues until someone guesses 
 

Holiday party:   
· book/ornament swap 
· snowball fight (with socks) sort of like dodge ball and knock down a snowman (not each other)
· one class can go around and sing/carol other classrooms 
· make cards and send them to our troops
 
Valentine’s Day:  
· wear red, secret valentine hunt (use clues to find the valentine and win a prize) 
· contest to list as many red foods 
· list as many things around room that is red
· memory game (put out 10 objects-take 1 away see if they guess what's missing) 
 

End of Year:
· get each grade level to do something together in the gym; movie, dance party, beach party

· trivia contest, games (toss across, connect four) where they play each other and tier down to a winner, bingo, 20Q (that electronic game) one team thinks of thing and other team asks the questions the 20Q gives, they have to guess item w/o looking at what 20Q gives,  give two teams a puzzle and see who can put it together first 
· Pictionary using a big easel in the classroom 
· four corners-kids pick a corner in classroom to stand in then a corner is picked and all standing in that corner sits - last one standing wins 
· jumbled words for that particular party - kids unscramble
